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Our Campaigns

Avoid the Climate Debt Trap

This past year has been tough on everyone as the COVID-19 pandemic has taken over
many facets of our lives. COVID-19 led us to rethink and adjust our approaches to
work, as working from home became obligatory and meetings with our allies became
video calls. As we started work on our campaign ‘Avoid the Climate Debt Trap’ -
which was focused on lobbying for the Scottish establishment to take a stand on
Climate Debt at the UN Climate Summit (COP26) - things started to shut down and
get pushed back.

COP26 was then pushed to November 2021. But we didn’t give up our focus on
making sure that the Government prioritize Climate Debt and Climate Justice. In
collaboration with Oxfam, SCIAF and Stop Climate Chaos Scotland we produced
‘Financing Climate Justice’, a report that dives into the many ways that Scotland can
make an impact. By increasing the Climate Justice Fund and developing a position on
‘Loss and Damage’ and championing this issue at COP26, Scotland can show it is
committed to climate justice and set an example for other Global north countries.

Ahead of COP26 in Glasgow, rich countries must demonstrate that
they will stand shoulder to shoulder with the world’s poorest people by
offering more financial support to countries on the frontline of the climate
emergency to adapt to climate change while also compensating them for

Our research focused on finding the many possible ways that Scotland could increase
finances for Climate Justice.

In the report we called on the Scottish Government to:

1 Significantly increase the Climate Justice Fund with new and additional
finance, such as from a high-emitter tax

1 Proactively call for other rich countries, including the UK, to increase their own
climate finance informed by a Fair Shares analysis, while championing
additionality before and at COP26

1 Undertake a review of the Climate Justice Fund to build on its success, ensuring
that it is fully aligned with best practice in climate adaptation globally

1 Develop a position on loss and damage and use this to champion progress on it
at COP26. Namely, a financial mechanism for the WIM and meaningful
development of the Santiago Network



The report was successful at garnering_ media attention and a response from the
Scottish Government, but a lot of work is still to be done before COP in November
2021.

Alongside the launch of the report, our Campaign Director Anne Funnemark
presented our findings at a webinar which was part of the Climate Fringe (live online
events that tackle environmental issues in different ways). Featured on the webinar
was Climate change researchers Saleemul Huqg and Sadie De Coste, who both have
worked extensively in this area.

The report was also turned into a journal article with the title “Climate justice at
COP26: how Scotland can champion change” and published in the Scottish

DROP THE DEBT

A DEBT JUBILEE TO TACKLE THE COVID-19
HEALTH AND ECONOMIC CRISIS

With the financial crisis brought on by COVID-19, the concept of a Debt Jubilee gained
renewed prominence. Financial institutions and governments around the world
continued pursuing debt payments from countries that needed to be preparing
themselves for a global pandemic. The IMF and the World Bank called for payments to
be suspended, but with the pandemic still burdening many globally for years to come
delaying payment isn’t enough.

On World Health Day, alongside 150 other organisations, we called for a new debt
jubilee to tackle the COVID-19 health and economic crisis. We sent letters to MSPs and
Scottish MPs detailing the importance of debt cancellation worldwide - and wrote an
article in Source (news organization run by Common Weal). We received a positive

response from some MSPs including the Minister for Europe and International
Development, Jenny Gilruth.

Throughout the year campaigns like these have led to the pushing back of debt
payments and the cancellation of some debt by the IMF. however much more debt
still need to be cancelled. Hence, Jubilee Scotland continues to campaign against
unjust debt payments globally.

Stigma around household debt is

commonplace in the UK, as people fear being seen as irresponsible with money. It can
have knock on negative effects on a person’s life such as damaging their financial
reputation, bad credit, concerns about employment and mental health

problems. This year we have seen a complete shake up of household debt, as
creditors are forced to acknowledge the global circumstances pushing debt levels
higher by offering payment holidays.

Life events - often out of a person's control - are the core cause of increases in
household debt. Now that a majority of the new people facing debt issues can trace
their issues back to one global life event, could it be enough to change how people
perceive debt issues?

Wrote an article for Source about Public Private Partnerships, covering our 2019 campaign
Took part in Stop Climate Chaos Scotland meetings throughout the year and have been
especially active in the International Group of the alliance

Have participated in UK CSO meetings with Richard Montgomery, UK ED to World Bank
Took part in the Scottish Government's COP26 Update for Civic Society

Took part in the social media campaign Share - Show - Shout for Climate Justice alongside a

number of allies, and shared a toolkit for participation in a blog on our website

Helped host a Stop Climate Chaos Scotland SNP COP26 Roundtable where more than 40
